Post-implementation Review of IFRS 9—Classification and Measurement

Background of the roundtable

The International Accounting Standards Board (IASB) has published this Request for
Information as part of the Post-implementation Review of the classification and measurement
requirements in IFRS 9.

The complete version of IFRS 9 was developed in 2014 to replace and improve on IAS 39
Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement. IFRS 9 has been effective since 1
January 2018 and specifies how a company is required to classify and measure financial
assets and financial liabilities as well as some contracts to buy or sell non-financial items.

A post-implementation review is part of the IASB’s due process and is carried out to assess
the effects of requirements on users of financial statements, preparers, and auditors, after new
IFRS Standards or major amendments have been effective internationally for some time.

This Request for Information seeks feedback from stakeholders on applying the classification
and measurement requirements in IFRS 9 and on the related information provided to users of
financial statements. The IASB will use the feedback on this Request for Information to
determine whether any further action is necessary. The reviews of the expected credit loss
model and the hedge accounting model in IFRS 9 will follow later.

¢ Are the requirements capable of being applied consistently?
