For the purposes of this ISA, the phrase
“may cast significant doubt” is used in circumstances when the individual or collective magnitude
of identified events or conditions is such that the entity will be unable to meet its obligations and
continue its operations for the foreseeable future unless management takes remedial actions to
mitigate the effects of these events or conditions. Remedial actions may include, for example, that
management realizes assets sooner than originally intended or obtains alternative or additional
sources of liquidity to support the entity's ability to continue as a going concern. In such
circumstances, the timing of the events or conditions giving rise to the uncertainty may also be
relevant. For example, the shorter the time period in which management must take remedial
action, the more significant the uncertainty may be about the entity’s ability to continue as a going
